We’ve had a LOT of questions about how this photography session will run, as well as other elements about this event, so rather than re-write the same stuff over and over again… I’ve created this document.  It’s long, but please scroll down until you find an answer to your question.  If it’s not noted here, please email us for an answer.

Attendees – please bring:

Photographers - please bring your digital camera (Digital SLR preferred, however we can also work with point-and-shoot digital cameras – NO analog = traditional film cameras, sorry), batteries, tripod, flash units, camera manual, additional media cards, cables, digital storage like thumb drives or CD-Rs…etc…  Cell phone cameras will not be permitted.

Models – please bring a selection of fetish wear, accessories, hairbrush, make up (foundation, powder, neutral eye products, mascara, lipgloss), etc… Please bring baby wipes or similar product for personal cleaning/grooming, and invisible, clear roll-on deodorant.  No body lotions or oils please.  Your skin will look better if you drink plenty of water for 2 weeks before the event, get enough sleep the night before, and your hair will set better if you do not shampoo and condition it the day of the shoot – just rinse it.  If there’s any types of shoots you’re particularly looking for that might involve “personal items” please bring them.  (Ei: crotch ropes for bondage, strap on harnesses, etc).  Please also ensure you have photo ID proving that you are 18 or over.   Male and female models welcome – you don’t need to be the next Dita – just an interest in being on film, updating your profile pictures, etc…

Riggers / scene setters – please bring rope or other items you might need to create the scene.  Non-bondage “riggers” also welcome… maybe you’d like to create a gorgeous human table?  If you would like to use a particular piece of equipment (cage, cross, etc), please feel free to bring it.  For “edgier” or more intimate scenes to be shot – please bring your own model(s) as well.  Body painters – please bring your supplies.  For detailed painting there may not be enough time, so plan ahead or prepare your models before hand.  There will NOT be showers on site, so please plan accordingly with your models.

Stylists – please bring the tools of your trade – brushes, make up, glitter, accessories, toys, tools, etc… etc… etc…  Books of fetish photography or magazines for inspiration, etc.   If you are working with bondage gear you’ve made, fashions you’ve created, etc please bring these as well and work along with the rigger to incorporate them into the composition.

A note on cooperation and collaboration:

Although we all want to work with people we enjoy, love, trust, and are friends with – this is still ultimately a workshop, and everyone is here to learn something.  Models will not be asked to perform any action they find objectionable by photographers, stylists or riggers.  However, every member of a shooting team should be prepared to work with individuals they might not know, or may not otherwise work with in an effort to help with the education of all.  Experienced riggers – please work WITH inexperienced photographers…. Experienced stylists – please work WITH your models regardless of their SkinTwo suitability…

A note on the use of these images:

Model release forms - All models will be asked to sign a release form.  All photographs will be for portfolio (personal) use only, unless otherwise noted and negotiated.  Suitable uses also include profile photos for personals like alt.com or fetlife, framed photos for gifts to your dominant, etc… Photographers, riggers, models and stylists who may wish to use the photos for other purposes need to compose and bring with them their own release forms.  P3Gatherings would like the option to use some photographs to advertise P3Gatherings events – a separate form will be available for models to sign if they are interested.

Photography release forms – photographers will be asked to sign a form to release their photographs to P3Gatherings if they would like their photographs to be used for advertising/promotion of P3Gatherings.  If you do not wish to participate you will not be required to do so.

All photos will be downloaded to the computers belonging to P3Gatherings organizers.  We will then ensure that each individual appearing in the photos has a model release form on file.  Photographers will get a scanned copy of the model release form.   Anyone who wishes photos from their session must provide blank CD-Rs or thumbdrives/usb drives and arrange to pick up your storage material at a subsequent P3Gatherings event.  Alternately you can leave your media cards with us and pick them up at a later date.  Photographs will remain on the computers for 2 months – if you have not provided storage material by that time your photos will be erased.  

A note on P3Gatherings’ use of images:


We would like to create some images for possible future use in posters and other advertising for our events.  We welcome photographers, stylists, riggers, and models who would like to work with us on this in exchange for your name or handle mentioned on the poster, as well as a text link (if you have a url or public email) on our website.  The poster can also be made available to you in PDF form for your portfolio.   We will be looking for leather workers, textile artists, designers, body painters and others as well to incorporate locally made fetish wear/gear/art in the photos as well.  Posters are hung in local adult venues, as well as published online in adult forums.

A note on compensation:

As this project is done exclusively for community education and FUN… there will be no compensation offered.  Your ticket price goes towards the use of the hall, and we hope everyone will participate in the photography session to follow the workshop.  You may however make arrangements with photographers, models, stylists, or riggers for sessions AFTER our workshop and make payment, TFP, TFCD, etc arrangements afterwards.  This is hopefully a fantastic networking opportunity for anyone wishing to pursue ambitions in the erotic arts.

A note on timing: 

This workshop will likely run significantly longer than our normal workshops.  Attendees are welcome to work through the break between workshop and party, and we’ll likely be ordering in pizza or something for everyone to chip in and enjoy.  Attendees who are also attending the party after the workshop are welcome to keep shooting as per our regular photography rules providing they do not interfere with other play happening within the dungeon space.  (Noise, space, lighting, use of furniture, etc)  Workshop attendees who are NOT attending the party – tickets will NOT be available at the door and you will be asked to pack up and leave before the party starts.  

A note on experience:

While we’ll be conducting this workshop with the idea of everyone being new to this – if there are experienced (professional or skilled amateurs) riggers, photographers, models, or stylists willing to come out and volunteer their experience under the guidance of our presenter we would enjoy working with you and would appreciate your experience and generosity of time! 

A note on location: 

We will be conducting this workshop at a private location, address is available to ticket holders only.  The location is accessible by public transit, and there is ample parking.  The location will not be given out to anyone who has not purchased a ticket.  If you have purchased a ticket, please do not share the address with anyone.

A note on tickets:

Tickets are available in person through our P3Gatherings organizers at events in and around Calgary such as the Monday night Munches (no tickets available March 2nd, 2009).  Tickets are also available via snail mail with a cheque.  Please visit our FAQ for more information about getting a ticket via snail mail.  Tickets are also available via paypal for those of you who would like to get tickets long distance, can’t meet with us in person, or would like to pay with your credit card.   It takes approx. 3 business days to set up a paypal account if you don’t already have one, and we charge a small surcharge to cover what paypal charges us.  For the workshop this surcharge is 2$.  Tickets will NOT be available at the door for this workshop.  The last day to get tickets for this workshop will be March 23rd.

A note on our play party:

This workshop will be followed by a private BDSM play party.  Interviews are needed for all new guests who wish to attend.  The last day to interview for this party is March 16th.  Party tickets are 15$ per person (16$ if you wish to pay by paypal).  The last day to get party tickets is March 23rd and NO tickets will be available at the door.
